LONG series of catastrophes has

The cn:&l’é
impacts of Greek, Roman, Arab, 3effigal,
anel Rutasian armivs conld neverquite re-
move the: epic charm from the story of
Persin and her people ; and now another
world upheaval redews 1 waning interest
in the trend of her affairs,

Habvlon, Assyra. and Chaldea rose to
power in rapid sequence, served their
day of 11.&1'1&1 domimion, weakened, and
i iwkly disappeared. Persin, followi g
in their Footsteps, elevated southwestern
Asiit to still higher entinence us the centér

to the present day.

'ﬁrr’rm mountaimons Parthin and
wmﬂ: iof Fars, whence sprang her
stch monuments to
the giory of the great kings as the ruined
capitals of Susa, Persepolis, and Fkba-
tann still stand on Persian soil (see map,
page 418).

The majonty of the present inhabitants,
although tinged with the blood of Grevk,
Arab, Tork. nnd Mongol conquersrs; are
the lineal descendants of the orginal
Frandan, or Arvan, population, and speak
a language which has for its basic ele-
ment the ancient Persian tongue.

The Mohammedanism of their Arab
eonquerors peoetrated o the fSundations
of Persian life, and the ravnges of Turk
am] Maongol often threatened their very
existence, vet thelr national characteris-
tics and cultvre have time and again tri-
ltnliirhi:ﬂ over thisir oppressors.

Time after time, #3 the centuries
passed, Persin has deawn (ogether  her
scattered provinces and with surprising
virility, renewed now and again by the
mfusion of foreipn blood. has forced

Modern Persia, with the exception of

Some of these tribes, like the Kuords,
rarely lemve their mosntam homes, where
they exiet independently of central gov-
ernmient control.

A CITY AS OLDLAS DPERSTAR. TLISTORY

Mo one knows how long there has een
a city where this modem capital stamls.
It hns not always been ealled Teheran,
arul it hos not always been in quite the
same spot ; but 4 city hus existed in this
locatity as far hack as Persian history
records; for so suitable a location could
oot well be overlooked,

The present oty stamds 3810 feet
above senlevel, ot the foot of the mner
stopes of the Elburz Mountiing, which

rise at this point nesrly 13,000 feet.. To
the southeast is the great, lieless desert,
shaped like a hoge hour-glass, goo miles
in length, from the foothills of the Elburz
range, in the north, almost to the Indun
Clcean. it the south, aml ranging.
width from 3oo to 100 miles.

This untraversable wilderness deter-
mines this point as the juneriom of the
great trunk route from Mespotamia mto
the FEast, the north and south rdad
throtgh central Persin, and the old cara-
van trail westward through Kasvin and

The three sammer months
gre excessively Hat and dry. buot if one
winhes the luxnrs of a summer resort, it
is necessary only to load one's belongimgs
on @ string of donkeys or a springless
cart aml move six or cight miles o one
of the cool mountnin villages, where the
six or seven hundred members of the
foreign colony and fmuany of the Persinns
tike refuge Trom the heat.

Telieran weather is similar to that of
Arizona, bt several degrees cooler, both
i summer and winter, The mights are
always cool, the sun shines m:m:?g EVEry
diay of the vear, the winter is brief and
moderate, and the Tong spring and autamn
nre Tike those 2ensons in delightful south-
ert California.

Although occupying an ancient site,
Teheran 15 a very modern aty. It has
been the capital of Persia only a little
more than a centiry, and has heen an

The trip over the mountains, with its
ever-chatnging varicty of unusunl sensn-
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tions, even at ffty cents a mile, is worth
the price.

Teheran is only seventy miles south of
the Caspian, but the road muost: olimb and
twist for 240 miles in order to arrive
there. )

At the post-house your means of trans-
portation awaits vot.  You elamber gin-
gerly into the débns of what may have
been in a4 loog-forgotten era o very ele-
gant and commodious conpé, but which
now, with your viifiegated ‘assortment of
luggage lashed to every available projec.
tion, approximates more closely an itiner-
ant peddler's van than anything else.

A dark-visaged bandit, whom' vou have
been regarding with suspicion, pours a
pail or two of wiater on the warping
wheels and axles for lubricating mirposes,
clambers to the driver’s box, leers back
from ander his huge, pot-shaped felt hat,
grints to the four gaunt ponies harnessed
abreast, and vou clatter off with a jangle
of hells along the well-built Bussian road
to Teheran,

Theoretically, if one travels day %;[
night, the trip requires o day ﬁm.’\ﬁ,m ;
actually, about twice that long. DAt six-
teen-mile intervals there are exasperating
delays, capable of abbreviation by the
judicions use of baksheesh, in the chang-
g af horses and drivers, to say nothing
af the additionn] halts while the driver
has his tea or pipe of opiwm at a roadsde
ten-house or ties up a broken sprmg or
dilapidated harness with o bit of rag.
But, unless the whole equipage rolls over
a chiff while the kismet-trustng conch-
man takes 4 nap, vou are almost certan
to turn up eventually at the walls of
Teheran.

THE HOME DF THE TMTVRCANIAN TIGRR

Fronm the oppressive humidity of the
region of the rice-fields, the road gradu-
ally nscends to the shude of the deep for-
est belt, whose Iabyrinth of clote-growing
trees and intéerwoven giant ereepers forms
a dark, silent lnme, with tmpenetrable
green walls, into which the carriage in-
trodes with its ceaseless rumble of heavy-
tired wheels and the constant jingle of
the pony bells.

Perhaps a passing bamd of hunters,
with a freshly killed wild boar or leopard,

A
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serves to break the solitude and to re-
mingd the traveler that [rom  this very
jungle, which extends without a break
for hundreds of miles along the northern
slopes of the Elborz, cime the heree
Hyrcanian tigers used hy the Roman
emperors for their spectacular cotests
of the arcim.

Sometimes the road follows the Sehd
Rutl, or White River, the oaly stream to
brenk its way through to the Caspian
from the plateau; or leaves it 1o follow
the brink of a canyon.

The abruptness of the ascent increnses;
the forest ared is left behind ; thrivin
vineyards, bearing luscious seedless an
skinless  fruit, cover the hillsides; oe-
cagional clumps of olive trees appear,
and: frequent groups of tattered peasants
stare coriotsly at the ihidel invader in
the passing carriage.

The nspect of the country now changes
rapidly, Al signs of halitation, except
a fewoRretched dugouts, disappear, and
?&e}zn d coach climbs heavily, over barren

ks, to the bleak surmmit of the pass,

7000 teet above the sea,

TRAYVELING BY THE LIGIIT OF TITE I"ERSIAN
MODN

The journey by davlight is novel, hy
might it i= weird, The dobions accommn-
dations at the post-lintses render the ex-
trethe might cold and the yneertainties of
the dark road the lesser of two ewils;
so perchance the troveler finds himself
howling along the upper reaches of the
pass in the sott Tight of the Perswn moon,
which smoothes the jagged outlines of
the surrounding erags, works [airy magme
with the snow patches on the neyrhbormg
peaks, and reveals the silver flood of
near-hy dark-walled gorges.

The might wears on and the moon slips
down behind a distant mudge, leaving the
coal, gray stars to light one on the way.
With only the monotonons roll of heavy
wheels to brenk the perfect stillness of
the night, a dreamy, diowsy Teeling
creeps over one, when out of the dark-
ness and far awny there comes a famm
spugeeshion of stringe, Uncanny music ;
and as the night breeze ireshens, it bears
a deep and rhytlhome ninging, which
slowly grows in volume until the mellow
dionging of a hundred swinging bells pro-
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Prassing through a pandily tiled gate-
way [ see Color Plate V1 ), the route leuds
along o wide avenne shaded by beavniful
plane tregs to a pretentious amd muoch-
ormamented boildmg, which is nothing
more nor less than the pnﬂ—ﬁnu-s_e snd
hatel, where one mavy actually ocenpy a

Alarge portion of the Iast ninety miles
betweenn Kazvin and Teheran i a mo-
notony 0f drab, stone-covered waste, of
which the road dtself 15 an almoast indis-
tinguishable part.

The vomte 18 level and parallels the
great porthern momntam rim of the pla-
tear, The only sign of approach to an
important city 1= the increasmyg tratiic on
the roxd, not only of the leisurely mule
and eamel caravans, but of primtive
praivie  schooners, with wild-looking,
shagpy-hatted  drvers, and  bare-legred
villagers driving strings of heavily laden
little donkeve to market.

So sudden is the transition from desert
to city that before one realizes that the

namented in the same fashion, Ower the

Teheran is one of those numerous citivs
between the Near and the Far liast which

WITHIN THE WALLS (1" TYETLRAX

Undoubitedly the strongest smpressions
for a stranger to the Ortert when first
antering the city are those made by the
wide, shaded avennes, with their border-
tng high maud walls inclosing  heautiful
gurdens and palatial residences, as con-
trasted with the nolsy, primitive strect
Infe tr3eldi,

For the most part the buildings, the
hiomes af the middle ¢lass, are of ones or
two-storied;, Aat-roofed, adobe constrioc-
tiom, miuny of them plastered dingy white
or pale blue or pink and with projecting
tmlconies, At intervals rows of dlim pop-
lnrs project above the street walls, and
through a ‘stately gateway one geis o
glmpse of conventionally ordered flowers
and 51%@ Ty, spraying fountiins, and
t \(@11:1-.: or stucco  residence of some

Ctside, nlong the streets there is the
hubbul of an overgiown Persian village,
icreased by the clatter of carts and dros-
kics, and the rancous shouts of ropudent
hncksters, mixed with the importunate
chattering of repulzive begrars.

In the city. as in the country, the ugly
wall 1= a symbaolic dividing line between
present-day development dnd yesterday's
primitiveness.

The northern portion of the city, huili
up largely during the last generation, is
e different rim  the fouthem, or
older, section. This newer part, the
product of western influence, has many
wide, well-graded sirects, same of thein
lined with elms and plane trees; and it
hosists of a tramway, electric lghts, mo-
t‘]u-n—pi—::tﬂrh. theaters; hotels amd restu-
rants, European shops, and numerous
respectable  buildings of  semi-Western
architeciure,

In this area are located some of the
government budldings, the foreigm lega-
tions, the homes of the foreign residents
and of most of the wealthier Persians,
mmerons  foregn busimess and philan-
thropie institutions, incloding the large
American mission schools and hoespital,
andl alen the small Armentan and Parsee
noriers
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The southern part of Teherun 15 an
undisturbed bit of old Persin—the great
baxaars, the narrow, twisting, dirty alleys
with their Althy gutters, the hlind- fronted
adobe house walls, and the unkempt,
sickly people, who stare or'hoot at the
foretgn interloper, all representative of
that major portion of Persian ity hie as
yet untouched by Western wiiys,

ARTILLERY S0OUARE IS THE HEART OF
TEHERAN

The city centers around a large public
plaza, the Muaidan-e-Toop Khanch, or
Artiflery: Square, which has been devel-
aped inti a public park, where a nrnnlier
of antiquated cannon, the spoils of for-
mer conquiests, are exhibited, ;

Fronting the eastern end Gf thas square
is the headguarters of the British-man-
agred Imperinl Bank of Persia, a striking
bugilding . of gavly adorned Perso-Furo-
penn architecture. Facing the square on

The royal museitm is well worth a visit,
for in o somewhat amusing conglomer-
ation of trinkets, ranging all way
from, an American  company's  sewing-
niichine advertizements 10 4 collection of
mechanical clocks, there are puny mre
treasures, among them heing the sword
of Tamerlane, the famous jeweleld globe,
and efther the ortpinal or a replica of the
jewel-studded Peacock Throne supposed
to have been taken by Nader Shal in the
sack of Delh. _

Teheran's handicap as'a modern oty is
felt in her Lick of fine historiec mstiti-
tions, There are no mosques or religious
colleges of any distinguiahed antiquity or
holiness, although modern ones are ni-
merows. The finest s the Masjid-e-

healar, which was tanit by a former
pritme mingster: It stamds in the northern
part of the cty, near the Haharistan Pal-
ace, at one tire the residence of this same
official, bt sinee the granting of the Can-

From (he” north-
eastern  corner  Khiaban-e-Lalehzar, or
Tulip Field Avenue, the chief liisiness
atreet, runs north, past the post-office amd
customn-house,  From the corresponding
porthwestern corner the Khinban-e- Ala-
ed- Dowleh, along which are located many
of the Important legations and the two
Firrepean hotels, parillels this street.

Long tramway sireets ron enst hnd
west: from the somtheastern corper 4
busy thoroughiare leads to the bazaars,
and through the southwestern gateway
passes the brond, tree-arched Rhinban-e-
Almasich, the Avenue of Phamonds, to
the royal palace. _

The patace, with the treasory, foreign
office, roval college, telegraph  depart-
ment, and wvarions other  govermmend
buildings, is located within the akd, nmd-
walled citadel.

One 1= struck by the abundance of
clear. lowing water m the well-kept pal-
ace gardens, and although the Luildings
themselves are architecturally and striwe-
turally disappointing. they are substan-
tinlly ‘built of brick and exceedingly n-
teresting because of their bizarre and
fantastic exterior and mtenor decoration.

A =omhewhat unosta] poml of mterest
is the pgreat Maidan-e-Mashk, or Drill
Sytare, & forty-sere military  parade
pround in the midst of the city, not far
north of the central square, which 15 one
of the larpest inclosures of its kind in the
world, At present it 18 need chiefly as a
rnce-cotirse, and by the young Fersians,
who are enthnsiastically adopting . this
Westernt game, as a_foothall field It is
alsn proving an admirable fiying ficld for
recently introditeed airplanes,

There is a splendid, unobstructed view
of the great mountain range north of the
city from this large feld, as well ac of
the mighty snove-clad cone of Demavend,
which, off 1o the northeast, holds 1ts sali-
tary position nearly four miles upward m
the clewr blue heavens (see text. pages
.'!El? to 400).

lowever unalterable the lwws of the
ancient Medes and Persians may have
been, it would be incorrect to speak of
present-<day Persia as onchanging. The
traveler whi reaches this conclosion afrer
noting babits and customs handed down
[rom  Achmmenian times has fpiled to
consider that the passing Persian civiliza-
tiom never reached the submerged masses

A remmnant of the old Zoroastriins, or
Fire Worshipers, of pure lranmn stock,
still extst= within the confines of Pers.

As Mount Olympus in Greece was the
hoame of the gods, so the paradise of
Zoroaster was the summit of Demavend
mn Persia. Many legends have developed
from its mystenous, fear-insgiring gran
deur, important among which is that oi
the manster tyeant Zohnk, who, luilted
m his worldwide tymanny, was chained,
Primnethens like, opon this peak.  This
tale, which is found in the sacred writ-
ngs. of the Fire ‘Worshipers and in
Persian classical poetry, is still cherished
in the folk-lore of the inhabitants: snd so
strimg 15 the inheried superstition that
evert today the venturesome traveler is
warned not to attempt the ascent of the
:unudl:nlnim because “the devils will get
YOt

Not only has this great mountain held
a lofty place in mythology, but it has
cast its far-reaching shadow over many
epoch-making events in history, Almuost
at its very hase (in the Median metrop-
alis of Rhages) was born the mother of
LZoroaster. It nmarks the eastern limit of
the raids of the Assyrians before the rise
to power of the great kings of Persin,
anid its frowning enstern face overlooked
the mountain home of the rising Parthian
Fmpire.  Alexander the Creat paunsei
beneath It in his parsuit of Darios 11
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nusties have risen and fallen, and today
it stands ns one of the few remaimng
glaries of the Persian Empire.

The Elburz Mountain range, of which
Diemavend is an outstanding member, s
a mmit in the great mountain. system that
siretches from southern Purope to cen-
tral Asin, and, with regard to Persia, is
the great dividing line between the north-
ern limits of the Iranian pliteay amd the
Caspian deprission—a 12.000-foot will
separating a basin 81 {eet below scalevel
from a table-land averaging 4,000 feet in
altitude.  DBeginning near Ardabil, in
Azerbaijan, it extends southeastward and
eastward more than 500 miles alomg the
zouthern shores of the Cuspian and into
Khorasan,

This great momntain wall gives north-
ert Persin the anomaly of two almost
contignous hut quite  different chimates.
The moisture of the Caspian basin 1% ex-

A QUIESCENT VOLECANO

Demavend  ftself iz zbont 45 miles
northeast of Teheran, in the central of
three parallel chains. It towers high
above these flanking mountains, whose
summmits di not exceed two-thirds 11s ele-
vation, the only mountain peak among
endless series of ridges, 115 conieal form
and scemingly even slope of abont 45 de-
erees from top to bottom at once indicate
its valeanic nature,

Although there is no record of an erup-
ton in histaric times, the volcano can be
called quiescent ruther than extinct, for
about the base are numerous hot springs,

Late summer, with its settled weather
and minmmum af snow, is of course, the
best timne of the year for the ascent. Al
though Teheran, the nearest large eity, 1s
the logical poant of departire, the pre-
cipitons nature of the western scarp ne-
cessitates A circutous approach. A thiree-
day trip takes one peross the first range
of mountmms: by the Afcheh Pass, with
an elevation of 9000 feet; then, bétween

An old, uncovered, springless hay
wapon, with big, creaking, five - fom
wheels in back and smaller ones in
front; four horses, all abreast, that were
changed at each road-house, lTocatel al
intervals 'nf ten or twelve miles; eleven
Persians hesdes us (one more could have
been embraced bad there been a8 com-
munal lap) rocking about on top, hanging
on for dear life, as we swayed down a
ditch or jolted over a rock ; baggage and
mail. bags® beneath us—billet-doux even
can become callous when pounded apon
contmmoualy; alternately half frozen
night or blistering in the sun, a5 the hours
slowly bumped by, for one drove at »
trot along the ll-fashioned road across
the uneven prairie, in the night carrying
no other Tight than (he conscionsness of
the stirs.

Every stone in erdation seomed to be
strewtn m the way during the first night
ride; sleep was out of the question. At
lnst 1t began to get lght, and two peaks,
largely covered with smow, Joomed out of
the east, gray sentinels in the eold of the
early dawn.

YHE FATE OF THE CAFTURED HRICANDS

While walking out tiv photograph the
mrguoise-domed  Shah  Abbas  Mosque,
the momning after our arrival, we were
startled by the sound of a bugle. A
crowd comgested the nurrow street.  Soon
a company af white fur-capped  Persin
police swung into view, In thetr center
marched a tall, gaunt, hlack-bearded man
with hands bound behind ‘his back. Tt
was oue of the captured brigands being
taken to the great central sgquare 1o he
lianged.

Seven men were linged the day before,
we were (old, and nearly two hondred
more were to e disposed of that way.
They were the leaders of the band that
fur ten years bad terrorized the moads

and villages around Ispaban.  We had
passed willages roofless and  deserted
that they had plumdered. Hundreds of
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mnoeent jeeasants are said to have been
killed. Countless wealth had been token
from  caruvans,  Some 40,000 tommns
(about $80.000] in specie, Tecently seized,
had been recovered and the Persian au-
thorities were trying to find out, by the
ail of promises and tortures, the hiding

phace in the monntains where the bulk uf

the loot had been stored.

H.'Ll'}.'-]'!' ALICHE, A FOTRATEES -YEAE-OLD
DESPERATYI

aagar Aliche, the fourteen-year-old
son of one of the robber ehieftams, wis
nmong. the handiul who koew where this
treasure Iny hiddm.  Hiz deeds were
more the talk of the baznar than those of
any of the older brigands.  Popular
rumar acctedited him with over fwa hun-
dred human killings by his own hand or
rifle.  When the Governor of lspahan
threatened to have him blown from the
month of a cannon unless he told where
the booty could be recovered, he is re-
ported o have replied arrogantly

“1 Kill others every way, W HTL%
die fast, slow: Myzelf not yex-delled.
Like best to be blown from cannon,  See
quick what comes after.”

ing today, lonely bor vividly, mipressive
rims, s left fter they were destroved
i that tremendous bonhre et by the
arch of Alexander the Great in deanker
celehmation of wictory (Celor Plate 1),

Far more interesting to me than the
ruins of Babyvlon or Assur, Persepilis is
preenunently satisfactory in grnvng still
a graphic idea of the vast scale of the
buildings, in possessing astonlshing bits
of bas-reliei as clear as the day they.
were hewn from the stome, and, above
nll, e leaving enongh mtact so that the
magination can without difficalty span
the great gaps from hgh-hng calumn
tap to column top, raise the fa fluted
pillars, amd resurrect the former glory ol
those world-famed palace halls,

Wounlkd thar the glory and ambition that
onee wns Persin’s hid not so completely
disappiated ! In the charcter of the

gfsan peoples today, except for a hand-
of enlightened radicals, there is little
irace of their ancient heritage, To sense
the grandeur of the diys of the Achae-
mentan  Kings, of the leadership and
power ai the Persian Empire that was,
15 not, and may never agam be, ote mist
turny to the silent and neglected ruins of

Persepolis.
